TREASURER’S REPORT:


Kathy reported that there is $8,647.73 in the checking currently.
ISSUE:  Onsite Waste Treatment Systems (OWTS)

PRIORITY: 1

a. Budget considerations?


John and Eric will meet with George Ott to discuss budgeting of funds to help LL. On site sewer treatment is to be researched and discussed at a later time.


b. Grant Submission?


Bernie plans to resubmit the grant request for sewer and water feasibility study, with Wayland approval.

ISSUE:  Storm Water and Sediment Control

PRIORITY: 2

a. Bubblers:


Helen will report at the next meeting


b. Other Detention Ponds Possible Funds:


Bob is to report at the next meeting. Diane reported brown water in the Antler’s Inn cove after the snowmelt and heavy rains. This is due to overflow from the detention pond. There was no flooding over the road.

ISSUE:  Communication with watershed residents:

PRIORITY:   

a. Weed skimmers and pledges:


Skimmers will be offered to May LLWIA attendees and then handed out to Association members at the annual meeting.


b. Meeting with Farmers:


Mark is inviting Joe Meyer and Paul Wolcott to the June meeting, but their response is questionable because of spring farming commitments.

ISSUE: Aquatic Vegetation:


a. Benthic mat permits:


 Angie reported that permits are required at this time and must be filed by the property owners with LLWIA. She will bring a copy of the form to the next meeting. The mats cannot be placed until after June 30 to protect spawning fish.


b. Study to estimate weevil and midge population:


Last fall, Geneseo students found evidence of milfoil weevils and aquatic plant eating midges. LLWIA plans to mark off an area from the motorboats and the harvester. From this area, milfoil will be collected at various times and be inspected for evidence of these critters. Details need to be worked out as to who will collect and check the samples.

Other ISSUES


Geese:


Eric is in the process of getting property owners permission and permits required to moved forward on the 2017 goose egg oiling. Eric will give John a duplicate folder of the paper work. In the past 2 years, 19 eggs were oiled each year. This year’s team is John, Bob and Ted (actual group that did the oiling in 3 nests on 4/22/17).

Wetland Cleanup:


LLWIA proposes offering the Town of Wayland funds and volunteers to clean up the wetland and contingent areas in the Joe Meyer’s property at the south end of Loon Lake. Funds would be repaid after the town collects from the landowner. Eric Busch will talk to George Ott in May.


Wind Turbines:


Karen brought LLWIA information on the effects of wind turbine noise on health. Alice has a digital copy of the report and will pass it along to whomever asks.


Bat Houses:


Zane said GM is donating packing wood to build bat houses. Mark also offered lumber, but Zane feels he will have more materials then time and energy so he plans to construct no more then 40.
