Waste & Water Report: Bob Reynolds
Bob reported that 98 surveys have been returned as of Thursday.  If it turns out the way I think, we should apply for grant in the spring – hopefully approved in the fall.  Get the money first and then go back to town with funding in hand to do the engineering study.
Streambed Remediation/Runoff:
John Hayden will begin communications with George Ott in regard to remediation for culvert and runoff areas.
John stated that the videos LLWIA has of the North and South ends of the lake during the flooding of spring 2014, are good evidence of the need for remediation of inflow areas. He requested that all of us try to take videos to record how culverts respond to future heavy rain events.

John is mapping the culverts around the lake while Bob is documenting the North and South inflow areas.
