TREASURER’S REPORT:


Kathy reported that there is $4,257.86 on account with no outstanding checks.

ISSUE:  Onsite Waste Treatment Systems (OWTS)

PRIORITY: 1

Bernie said that grants would be announced in December. If the grant is approved, Wayland can use it to pay La Bella or go out for quotes for the feasibility study on waste treatment options. There is concern that the focus will be on a municipal sewer line rather then exploring other options.

         a, article about grants for tree planting on stream beds (article included)  

Hilary (on conference call) said she will research.

          b, Dig out of Antler’s Inn Basin
Bob reviewed his ideas for retention pond at Antlers Inn Rd. Wayland Hwy will not have time for any project until spring and are hampered by budget cuts. Eric suggested a ‘standing pipe’ that should be placed at time of digging. Belangers has agreed to take extra soil that is dug out. 


c, Plans to alleviate flooding at the South end are hampered by the landowner.  She will not grant permission to dig out a retention pond there. Maybe LLWIA should offer to buy small plot.


d, Meyers’s Ditch: Steuben Soil and Water has yet to set a schedule for the work.

ISSUE: Algae Blooms

a. Janelle (SUNY Geneseo student) continues to test until water mixes in October.

b. Eric Busch commented that it appeared that goose broods were significantly decreased on the lake this summer so he feels that the egg oiling reduced the increase in population. The group agreed that the program was a success and Eric is encouraged to continue the program next spring. The use of a drone may be used for finding nests.
