TREASURER’S REPORT:


There is currently $28,697.78 in the checking account.
Officer and Board Member Election:


John reminded LLWIA board members to review the bylaws and sign the Conflict of Interest agreement. He also handed out a printout, ‘Right From the Start: Responsibilities of Directors of Not-For-Profit Corporations’

Dale Vargeson has verbally resigned from the board. Helen Sick and Angie Wichman were nominated and approved for election to the board of directors.

ISSUE: Wetlands Management:

Eric reported that LLWIA has made a counter offer of $185,000 for the purchase Joe Meyer’s property on Rte 21, contingent to the wetlands and containing the stream mouth on the southeast corner of LL. An operations committee has been formed to simplify communications with real-estate personnel and transfer of information to LLWIA and other interested parties. Eric Busch is heading the committee. 

LLWIA would like to control this property strictly to reestablish and preserve the wetlands and original flood plane area. Also remediation can be done on the stream through redirection and possible detention pond to greatly lessen the run off of silt and farm waste directly into LL.


Many generous donations have been made to LLWIA for purchase of this property. More donations are needed for this large endeavor. If LLWIA is able to purchase this property, help will be sought from Steuben County Soil and Water as well as other group to help plan the reclamation. Grant money will also be researched and volunteer help sought.

ISSUE:  Communication with watershed residents:

a. Drug Drop Day 

Paula has coordinated will Steuben County Sheriffs to collect medicines from 4 to 6 pm at the Loon Lake Chapel ice cream social on July 29.

      b. Water Front Clean Up

Dave Gross stated that he would like to repeat last years clean up of the lake shoreline with the Scouts, weed harvester and his pontoon boat. He asked LLWIA to help with getting the word out and finding more volunteers. John suggested that a date be chosen and LLWIA will aid in making the clean up an annual event.

b. Loon Lake information can be found on Facebook at ‘I love Loon Lake’.

c. The board asked Paula if she would be willing to organize the fund raising social at Laf-a-Lot again this year. Mark and Angie said they are willing to help.
ISSUE:  Onsite Waste Treatment Systems (OWTS)


The grant moneys for the feasibility study on waste treatment on LL and the watershed are very unlikely. LLWIA must refocus on this issue.

ISSUE:  Storm Water and Sediment Control


Bob reported that 4 detention ponds are in LLWIA sights.

1. East Lake Rd. above St. George’s cove. Talks are continuing with the property owner.

2. Corner of 21 & 121: No action yet

3. Meyer’s Stream: Plans can be made and action taken if LLWIA is able to purchase the property

4. Antler’s Inn: The pond was completed in 2016 and is functioning as expected. The collection of silt will be measured and dredged if indicated when the spring rains stop.
