    1. Report- Eric Busch a. “ Cleaning out birdhouses- Looking for volunteer(s) to clean out old nests from the 8 birdhouses. Need pliers and a small hammer to pull out side pins, swing open, discard material, tap nail pins back in place. Thanks.” John asked volunteers to contact Eric directly. He also said he would help. b. ‘Electrical work update- Electrician has finished his work. NYSEG will energize the system, likely by Dec. 17th. Electrician will then confirm all outlets work as planned. He will then demonstrate to me that all are working and we can then pay the remaining 50%. With proof of payment in hand, Supervisor Carol Mykel indicates we should be able to be reimbursed (almost all) by Wayland from wind turbine money before the end of the year.” Notes: We cannot test the water well hookup and spigot until spring but electrician Dave Didas states he of course will stand by his work. NYSEG confirms that after testing we can have NYSEG turn off power at no charge.’ Karen said she has not received the final bill as yet. John will follow up with the reminder that Carol Mykel wanted the paperwork complete by the end of 2021.

    2. Miscellaneous discussion re LLWP 
a. Rock information: Karen repeated idea of a large bolder to engrave LLWP information on. She will research. 
b. Doggy Bag dispenser: There has there been complaints of dog fecies on the trails. Filled Doggie Bags have already been in LLWP trash and regularly disposed of. John will obtain a dispenser and bag for a one year trial. 
c. Tree Order: Alice reported that T4Tribs program usually has the tree order out by now with order requests by December. Not this year. How many trees should be ordered? The board suggested 25 trees for replacement trees. Trees for around the pavilion will be discussed at a later date. Mature trees are preferred.
