d. Helen Sick reported that the latest CSLAP tests assess Loon Lake’s water quality as degrading to ‘threatened’ in most categories. DEC is in the process of setting new standards. Sources of problems are identified as ‘in point’ such as septic systems and ‘out of point’ such as farm run off.  Testing of total maximum daily load at run off points will help determine out of point problems. Could Hilary or Danon Lawson help with this testing? Also, could we do core testing of the muck to check for remaining arsenic from past ‘seeding’ to prevent lake weeds.
