Water and sewer:  Cohocton offered to sell town water to Loon Lake residents. The water would need to be pumped about 4 miles and over RT 21. The infrastructure would be very costly and it would be Loon Lakers responsibility.

There are many questions : Where would funds come from? Would a special water district be needed? Would Wayland contribute with hook up? Could funding come from The Environmental Services Fund or Block Grants?  Do we need to petition lake residents? The officials said LLWIA needs to do a study about potable water and sewers.  An engineer would be needed to do the preliminary. Town of Wayland and the county would need to be on board. Currently, lake residents have private wells or draw water from the lake. Brad Irvin from Soil and Water should be contacted for advise on how to proceed.


Septic systems are of a particular concern because inadequate older systems are ‘grandfathered’ in. The smaller lots cannot comply with codes. Bob White, the current code enforcer, cannot monitor septic systems until there is a visible problem.

Watershed :  The Question arose again as to which watershed Loon Lake belongs. The north end of the lake is in the Genesee River watershed and the south in the Susquehanna Basin. It was suggested that LLWIA, research Soil and Water, DEC, and NYS Geological survey to clarify and establish a definitive answer to the watershed location. ( J.C. Smith ?)
