Darryl handed out a fact sheet (enclosed) with a background of Loon Lake. This information introduced the Loon Lake Watershed Improvement Alliance, its issues and concerns. Darryl went on to talk about the information in the handout.



Discussion on points:
1a ‘the Lake’ 
Mr. O’Mara asked about sewer and water on Loon Lake. It was explained that there are no municipal water or sewers provided by the town of Wayland. The Town of Cohocton has offered to sell water to Loon Lake. Feasibility and engineering studies are needed, but no money is available. Various septic systems are in use around the lake, many of them very old and functioning poorly. No sewers are foreseen by the Town of Wayland
2.a ‘Lake Sampling’
Darryl explained that the CSLAP testing was surface testing. Deep-water analysis and sediment tested is needed. Mr. O’Mara asked if LLWIA had contacted an universities for assistance. Darryl replied that we had, but we will get no help without money. Results from CSLAP testing have rated Loon Lake as threatened. The amount of activity may move the lake to the utropic state.



2.c DO testing



Testing of dissolved oxygen began 2 years ago when Loon Lake Association purchased the equipment necessary.



3.d iv ‘State of the Lake’
